Trainees are welcome on Sunday evening from 18:00.
Dinner is served around 20:00. Trainees arriving until 21:00 can have dinner.

Departure
Courses end on Friday at 17:30. The accommodation is full board from Sunday evening until Friday afternoon. Check out is on Friday at 18:00.
For a 2week course, the bedroom is available during the weekend with a supplement of 
45,00 €/night. A small kitchen is available for students.

Accommodation
Accommodation in single room.
The rooms are in 2 buildings: 6 rooms (with TV) are in the main building “château “, 6 rooms smaller and renovated are in the annexe, “Magnanerie”. All the rooms have a bathroom en-suite, a double bed and air-conditioning. A fitness room is available. The pool is open from June to September.
A wireless connection is available in the 2 buildings (free of charge). 
Wash machine available on Saturday afternoon and Sunday.

Course
Lessons take place from Monday morning 9:00 until Friday afternoon 17:30. 
One week = 30 hours of 60 minutes; It means 6 hours a day, 5 days per week.
Each group -with a maximum of 4 persons- is formed on Monday morning after assessing the level of knowledge and the needs of each participant.
